Technical & Tactical Leadership 

• Design and implement a long-term football philosophy aligned with BFF 

objectives  

• Plan and conduct training sessions, camps, and competitive matches  

• Develop tactical strategies based on opponent analysis and team strengths 

• Develop youth teams that are tactically fluid and flexible and produce players 

who can fit into most systems 

  

 

Team Management and Selection 

• Select players for youth teams based on performance, fitness, and tactical 

suitability  

• Conduct talent identification camps across the country and ensure best young 

players are identified and monitored after identification 

• Visit academies across the country to scout players and provide suggestions on 

training and development plans 

• Scout players through district, academy and school level age-group 

tournaments. Identify potential players and develop system for monitoring 

young players’ progress 

• Build a disciplined, high-performance team culture  

• Manage coaching staff, analysts, and support personnel. Develop a trusted 

scouting network across the country to take information and reports from 

academies and district level competitions 

 

Performance Monitoring 

• Evaluate player and team performance using modern analytics tools  

• Prepare technical reports after matches and tournaments  

• Track player development and progression. Set detailed plans for the 

development of each player in youth system
